Leadership Sandusky County (LSC)
is a non-profit organization that was
founded in 1991. LSC is committed to
developing potential leaders and en-
hancing the skills and knowledge of
current leaders interested in improving
their communities.

LSC offers yearly professional lead-
ership courses. Participants meet one
day per month from September to May
and participate in various learning ex-
periences. Several topics covered are
boardsmanship, agriculture, marketing,
economic development, manufacturing,
and education.

Those selected for the course also
learn to identify and develop

participation in team projects. Each
team is responsible for looking at needs
in the county and developing and im-
plementing a plan to carry out a com-
munity service project.

Participants are provided with opportu-
nities to meet and network with other
leaders in the county. During a guided
bus tour of the county, they meet may-
ors and city officials and learn how the
individual communities function. Par-
ticipants also meet business, health,
government, and non-profit leaders
during presentations and at social
events such as a Wine and Cheese Re-
ception, and Holiday Reception co-
sponsored by the Chamber of Com-
merce of Sandusky County, and at the
LSC Graduation Banquet.

Classes are held at different locations
throughout the county to provide expo-
sure to the various sectors of the
county. Locations include Whirlpool,
Terra Community College, Memorial
Hospital, Sandusky County Department
of Job & Family Services, and more.

Youth leadership development courses
are also offered to students attending
each of the junior high schools in the
County. These classes are modeled
after the adult course.

In addition, LSC offers on-going sup-
port, education, and networking oppor-
tunities to its leadership graduates
through its alumni association. Mem-
bers of the alumni association are in-
vited to graduation and social events
held throughout the year.
